IPv6: No need for NAT
 There have been periodic claims that IPv6 will require a Network Address 
 Translation (NAT), because network administrators use NAT to meet a 
 variety of needs when using IPv4 and these needs will also have to be met 
 when using IPv6.  Although there are many perceived benefits to NAT, its 
 primary benefit of "amplifying" available address space is not needed in 
 IPv6.  Based on IETF draft-ietf-v6ops-nap this presentation will describe 
 the uses of NAT in an IPv4 environment and then shows how these goals can 
 be met in an IPv6 network without using of NAT.
